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RESUMO

Esse trabalho faz parte da pesquisa PIBIC/CNPg/UFCG (2012-2013), intitulada Socializacdo Materna e
Comprometimento dos Filhos com os Direitos Humanos, que tem como objetivo geral investigar a relagédo
entre o uso pelas maes de uma técnica indutiva de socializagdo — didlogo, conversagéo das mées com seus
filhos — e o grau de comprometimento dos filhos com os Direitos Humanos - DH. Participaram da presente
pesquisa 100 diades (mée - filho), totalizando 200 participantes (100 mées e 100 filhos). Os filhos
frequentavam escola privada e tinham entre 12 e 17 anos de idade e as mées possuiam idade média de 46
anos. Para os filhos foram aplicadas a Escala de Percep¢cdo Materna de Direitos Humanos (EPMDH) e
Escala de Comprometimento com os Direitos Humanos (ECDH), para as mées, a Escala de Verbalizagédo
Materna sobre os Direitos Humanos (EVMDH). Os dados foram analisados no programa SPSS que permitiu
caracterizar a amostra e comparar os diferentes escores das escalas, bem como, verificar se havia
correlacdes entre as variaveis. Os resultados indicaram que ha correlagdo significativa e positiva entre o
que as maes dizem verbalizar acerca dos Direitos Humanos com seus filhos, o que eles percebem que elas
verbalizam e o comprometimento deles com a luta em defesa dos DH no futuro.
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MATERNAL SOCIALIZATION AND COMPROMISE OF CHILDREN TO HUMAN RIGHTS
ABSTRACT

This paper is part of a research PIBIC / CNPq / UFCG (2012-2013), titled Maternal Socialization and
Commitment of Children with Human Rights, which aims to investigate the relationship between the use by
mothers of an inductive technique socialization - dialogue, conversation between mothers and their children -
and the degree of involvement of children with Human Rights - HR. The study participants were 100 dyads
(parent - child), a total of 200 participants (100 mothers and 100 children) being the children students of
private schools. The children answered the following instruments: Maternal Perception Scale of Human
Rights (EPMDH) and Scale Commitment to Human Rights (ECDH). Mothers responded to the instrument
called Scale Maternal verbalization on Human Rights (EVMDH). Data were analyzed using SPSS which
allowed to characterize the sample and compare the scores of different scales, by Descriptive Analyze, as
well as, to verify whether there were correlations between variables. The results indicated that there was a
significant positive correlation between what mothers say verbalize about Human Rights with their children,
what they perceive their mothers verbalize and their commitment to the struggle in defense of HR in the
future.
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
