RESUMO

O numero crescente de mulheres portadoras do virus da imunodeficiéncia humana (HIV) traz como
consequéncia o aumento da transmisséo vertical (TV) do HIV, que pode ocorrer durante a gestac¢éo, no
momento do parto e no pds-parto. Sendo assim, existem medidas que, se realizadas corretamente, séo
capazes de reduzir a transmissdo materno-infantil (TMI), como: realizagdo do pré-natal, terapia anti-
retroviral durante a gestacdo e no momento do parto para a mae e o neonato, teste rapido de HIV e
amamentacao artificial. Neste contexto, o estudo tem como objetivo avaliar a realizacdo destas medidas
profildticas e, consequentemente, a incidéncia de criancas infectadas pelo virus através deste tipo de
transmissdo. Este estudo foi realizado com 80 criangas e suas respectivas maes acompanhadas no
Servico de Atendimento Especializado em HIV/AIDS (SAE). ApOs andlise dos dados, ratificou-se a
necessidade de maior cobertura na realizacdo das medidas profildticas, em vista da falha na
implementacao destas, contribuindo para a elevada incidéncia de criangas soropositivas.
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ASSESSING THE IMPACT OF CHILDREN BEARERS OF HIV IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
PERFORMANCE OF THE PROPHYLACTIC PRENATAL HIV POSITIVE MOTHER AND
NEWBORN

ABSTRACT

The increasing number of women with the human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) has as a consequence
the increase of the transmission (MTCT) of HIV, which can occur during pregnancy, at delivery, and
postpartum. Thus, there are measures that, if performed correctly, can reduce the mother to child
transmission (MTCT) as: realization of prenatal antiretroviral therapy during pregnancy and at delivery for
the mother and the neonate, rapid HIV test and bottle feeding. In this context, the study aims to evaluate
the performance of these prophylactic measures and consequently the incidence of children infected by
this type of transmission. This study was conducted with 80 children and their mothers with Service
Specializing in HIV/AIDS. After analyzing the data, confirmed the need for greater coverage in carrying out
preventive measures in view of the failure to implement these, contributing to the high incidence of HIV
positive children.
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
