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RESUMO

Valendo-se de uma narrativa que desacreditava os perigos da COVID-19 e criti-
cava o suposto despotismo das autoridades sanitarias frente a determinagcao de me-
didas como o uso obrigatério de mascaras e o lockdown, militantes anarcocapitalis-
tas se langaram como defensores da liberdade individual, que, de acordo com seus
posicionamentos, estaria sendo sufocada pelo Estado, e se destacaram entre os
principais difusores de discursos anticientificos de oposi¢cao a intervengao governa-
mental no referido contexto. Com o objetivo geral de compreender a argumentagao
construida para combater as recomendagdes sanitarias de distanciamento social, no
contexto da pandemia do coronavirus, em intervengdes discursivas de militantes
anarcocapitalistas na internet, e com os objetivos especificos de identificar e analisar
os tipos de argumentos acionados para combater as recomendagdes sanitarias de
distanciamento social; identificar e analisar os discursos ou teorias que originam es-
ses argumentos; e identificar e analisar os recursos retoricos que acionam para
construir esses argumentos como factuais, este estudo analisou, de acordo com o
método da analise de discurso, desenvolvido pelos tedricos da Psicologia Social
Discursiva, artigos extraidos do site do Instituto Rothbard Brasil, dominio que reune
textos de militantes anarcocapitalistas brasileiros e de outras nacionalidades. Os mi-
litantes mobilizaram quatro categorias de argumentos, sendo elas a defesa da liber-
dade individual, as consequéncias das determinag¢des sanitarias, a inofensividade da
COVID-19 e a inutilidade das determinacdes sanitarias. Seus discursos apresentam
equivaléncia com a retorica autoritaria, assim como a existéncia de dilemas estrutu-
rais na construgao de seus argumentos.
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ABSTRACT

Drawing on a narrative that discredited the dangers of COVID-19 and criticized
the supposed despotism of the health authorities in face of the determination of mea-
sures such as the mandatory use of masks and the lockdown, anarcho-capitalist mili-
tants presented themselves as defenders of individual liberty, which, according to
their positions, was being suffocated by the State, and were among the main dissem-
inators of anti-scientific discourses in opposition to government intervention in that
context. With the general objective of understand the arguments built to combat the
health recommendations of social distancing, in the context of the coronavirus pan-
demic, in discursive interventions by anarcho-capitalist militants on the internet, and
with the specific objectives of identify and analyze the types of arguments used to
combat the health recommendations of social distancing; identify and analyze the
discourses or theories that give rise to these arguments; and identify and analyze the
rhetorical resources used to construct these arguments as factual, this study ana-
lyzed, according to the discourse analysis method, developed by theorists of Social
Discursive Psychology, articles extracted from the Instituto Rothbard Brasil, domain
that brings together texts by anarcho-capitalist militants from Brazil and other coun-
tries. The militants mobilized four categories of arguments, namely: the defense of
individual liberty; the consequences of the sanitary determinations; the harmlessness
of COVID-19; and the uselessness of the sanitary determinations. Their discourses
are equivalent to authoritarian rhetoric, as well as the existence of structural dilem-
mas in the construction of their arguments.
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
