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RESUMO

No Brasil, a problematica da consolidagdo dos assentamentos rurais e a questdo ambiental tém sido
significativamente analisadas na Ultima década, com destaque para o tamanho e uso das areas de reserva
legal e de preservacé@o permanente. Neste sentido, a proposta desse trabalho foi analisar o uso das areas
de reserva legal e de preservagdo permanente dos assentamentos rurais Jacu, criado pelo INCRA, e Séo
Jodo I, implementado pelo crédito fundiario, localizados no municipio de Pombal (PB), bem como verificar
0s impactos socioecondmicos dessas &reas sobre a producdo agropecuéria, ressaltando a quantidade e
valor da producdo agropecuéria familiar, observando as préaticas socioambientais das familias assentadas,
suas interlocu¢cdes com o0s O6rgdos publicos responséveis pela organizacdo das &reas reformadas e pela
fiscalizacdo ambiental. A chave de andlise utilizada foi a ecologia politica, que destaca as relacdes entre
poder e processos de mudanca ambiental. A metodologia foi orientada pela aplicacdo de questionarios e a
realizacdo de entrevistas semiestruturadas com assentados e agentes do IBAMA, INCRA e Projeto
Cooperar. Os dados de pesquisa nos mostraram que a maior parte das terras cultivadas pelos agricultores
familiares se localizam em areas de preservacdo permanente, que as areas de reserva legal séo utilizadas
para a pecuéaria e que faltam recursos humanos e infraestrutura adequada para que haja fiscalizacéo
ambiental e acdes educativas.
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SOCIOECONOMIC IMPACTS AREAS OF LEGAL RESERVE AND PERMANENT PRESERVATION ON
AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTION IN RURAL SETTLEMENTS

ABSTRACT

In brazil, the issue of consolidation of rural settlements and environmental issues have been significantly
studied in the last decade, highlighting the size and use of areas of legal reserve and permanent
preservation. In this sense, the purpose of this study was to analyze the use of areas of legal reserve and
permanent preservation of rural settlements Jacu, created by INCRA, and S&o john Il, implemented by land
credit, located in the municipality of Pombal (PB) and check the socioeconomic impacts of these areas on
agricultural production, stressing the quantity and value of family agricultural production, noting the
environmental practices of settler families, their dialogues with government agencies responsible for
organizing the renovated areas and environmental monitoring. The key analysis was political ecology, which
highlights relations between power and processes of environmental change. The methodology was guided
by questionnaires and conducting semi-structured interviews with settlers and servants of IBAMA, INCRA
and Cartner Project. Survey data showed that in most of the land cultivated by smallholders are located in
areas of permanent preservation, the legal reserve areas are used for livestock and lacking adequate
infrastructure and human resources so that there is environmental enforcement actions and educational.
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
