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RESUMO

Este trabalho teve como objetivo avaliar as caracteristicas dos ndo constituintes da carcacga de
cabritos mestigcos terminados em caatinga enriquecida com capim corrente (Urochloa trichopus Stapf) e
submetidos a suplementacdo. O experimento foi conduzido na Fazenda Lameir&o pertencente ao Centro de
Saulde e Tecnologia Rural (CSTR) localizada na cidade de Santa Teresinha, Paraiba. Foram utilizados 24
caprinos, machos, néo castrados, com 20 kg de peso vivo médio. Os animais foram distribuidos em quatro
tratamentos, 0,0; 0,5; 1,0; 1,5% de suplementacdo com concentrado. Todos 0os componentes do corpo do
animal ndo inclusos no peso da carcaca foram pesados e seus rendimentos avaliados em relacéo ao peso
ao abate (PA). O delineamento foi inteiramente casualizado com quatro tratamentos e seis repetices. Foi
observado que a suplementagdo € capaz de promover aumento no peso das visceras comerciais € no
rendimento dos componentes da buchada em relacdo ao peso vivo ao abate de caprinos terminados em
caatinga enriquecida com Capim Corrente.
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FEATURES OF NOT CONSTITUENTS OF CARCASS AND FINISHED GOATS IN CAATINGA ENRICHED
WITH CHAIN GRASS (Urochloa trichopus Stapf.) AND SUBMITTED TO SUPPLEMENT

ABSTRACT

This study had objective to evaluate the weight features of not constituents of carcass and finished
goats in Caatinga enriched with chain grass (Urochloa trichopus Stapf) and submitted to supplementation.
The experiment was conducted at ranch Lameirdo appurtenant to Center of Health and Technology Rural
(CSTR) localized in city to Santa Teresinha, Paraiba. We used 24 animals, male, uncastrated, with an
average body weight of 20 kg. The animals were selected and divided into four treatment groups, 0.0; 0.5;
1.0; 1.5% of supplementation. All components of the animal body not included in carcass weight were
weighed and their performance evaluated in relation to slaughter weight (SW). The experimental design was
completely randomized with four treatments and six repetitions. It was observed that supplementation is able
to promote increased weight of the commercial viscera and yield components of buchada in relation to live
weight at slaughter of finished goat in Caatinga enriched in chain grass.
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
