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RESUMO

Esta pesquisa investigou o funcionamento do discurso da formagdo de professores de inglés, a luz da
Andlise de Discurso de orientacdo pecheutiana, a partir do estudo de projetos voltados ao estagio docente
em cursos de formacao de professores de Lingua Inglesa. Para tanto, nosso objetivo especifico foi estudar
a discursividade em torno da formacéo de professores de inglés, buscando compreender as representacdes
acerca desta formacgéo, do professor-formador, e do conteldo programético dos referidos cursos. Ao
agruparmos o0s projetos analisados em funcdo desses trés focos de representacdo, percebemos
materializages de alguns enunciados que evidenciavam, na maioria das vezes, construgdes parafrasticas
(repeticdo de palavras e conceitos) e, em outras ocorréncias, construgfes polissémicas (incorporagdo de
diferentes palavras e conceitos) presentes no discurso analisado. As constru¢8es parafrasticas reforcaram
uma pratica docente, pautada na reflexdo, na critica, na autonomia e no compartilhamento de praticas. As
construcfes polissémicas apontaram para uma nova forma de concretizacdo do estagio docente por meio
de projetos de extensdo. A partir desta pesquisa, pudemos estudar mais um angulo por meio do qual é
possivel conhecer os cursos de licenciatura e ressaltar o papel da universidade publica na formacdo de
professores e no desenvolvimento de pesquisas.
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AN INVESTIGATION ABOUT PEDAGOGICAL PROJECTS AND PRACTICES IN ENGLISH TEACHER
EDUCATION

ABSTRACT

This research investigated the configuration of the English teacher discourse in projects directed to teacher
internship in English teacher education courses. The investigation was based on Pécheux’s theoretical and
philosophical concepts of Discourse Analysis. Our specific aim was to study the discursivity in English
teacher education, seeking to understand the representations of this education, of the teacher educator, and
of the curriculum of these courses. When classifying the analyzed projects into these three forms of
representation we noticed materializations of some statements that showed mostly construction of
paraphrases (repetition of words and concepts) and, in other occurrences, polysemic constructions
(incorporation of different words and concepts) that are present in the discourse. The construction of
paraphrases reinforced a teacher practice guided by reflection, critique, autonomy, and by the sharing of
experiences. The polysemic constructions pointed to a new way of achieving teacher internship through
extension projects. In this research, we could study a new perspective through which it is possible to know
graduation courses and highlight the role of public universities in teacher education and in the development
of research.
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
