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RESUMO

O presente estudo tem como objetivo geral investigar a relacdo entre a emissdo de comportamentos
agressivos e 0 uso de Técnicas e Préaticas Parentais de Socializacdo adotadas pelas mées de criancas com
Desenvolvimento Tipico (DT) e de criangas com Sindrome de Down (SD). Participaram da pesquisa 34
maes de criangas com SD e 34 mées de criancas com Desenvolvimento Tipico, totalizando 68, com idades
entre 25 e 53 anos. Os resultados apontaram que a pratica de socializa¢do intitulada Severidade/Imposi¢éo
€ utilizada mais pelas mées de criangas com DT do que pelas maes de criancas com SD. O estilo parental
Autoritativo prevaleceu entre as mées de criangas com DT e o estilo Negligente entre as maes de criancas
com SD. As técnicas de controle externo e de controle interno foram mais utilizadas pelas maes de criancas
com DT do que pelas maes de criangcas com SD. Quanto aos comportamentos agressivos, os filhos com DT
obtiveram médias significativamente maiores do que os filhos com SD em relagdo a Agressividade verbal e
a Hostilidade, e médias significativamente menores em relagdo a Agressividade fisica. Ainda se constatou
correlagdes significativas e positivas entre a pratica intitulada Severidade/Imposicdo e a emissédo de
comportamentos agressivos. Por fim, sugere-se que sejam realizadas intervencdes com 0s pais que
participaram da presente pesquisa para problematizar os resultados aqui encontrados.
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AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOR AND MOTHER SOCIALISATION OF CHILDREN WITH DOWN SYNDROME

ABSTRACT

The present study investigates the relationship between the issue of aggressive behavior and the use of
techniques and Parental Socialization practices adopted by mothers of children with Typical Development
(TD) and children with Down Syndrome (DS). Participated in the survey 34 mothers of children with DS and
34 mothers of children with typical development, totaling 68, with ages between 25 and 53 years. The results
showed that the practice of socialization named Severity / Imposition is used more by mothers of children
with TD than by mothers of children with DS. The Authoritative parenting style prevailed among mothers of
children with TD and the Neglectful style among mothers of children with DS. The techniques of external
control and internal control were used more often by mothers of children with TD than by mothers of children
with DS. As for aggressive behavior, children with TD had significantly higher averages than the children with
DS relative the verbal aggressiveness and hostility, and significantly lower mean scores compared to
physical aggressiveness. Was also found significant and positive correlations between the practice titled
Severity / levy and the issuance of aggressive behavior. Finally, it is suggested interventions with parents
who patrticipated in this research to discuss the results found.
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
