Resumo

Estudos e pesquisas que trazem as relacdes de género como tematica
revelam a existéncia de inumeros entraves de natureza cultural, social,
econdmica, politica, juridica para a construcdo de um equilibrio entre o
masculino e o feminino. Nesse sentido, a violéncia contra a mulher como uma
violéncia de génerovem ganhando espaco nas discussfes e pesquisas que
procuram mostrar como a adocao de leis e politicas publicas e a producédo de
equipamentos e ac¢des voltados ao apoio as vitimas de violéncia contra mulher
vém dando maior visibilidade a temética.Essas questdes embasam a pesquisa
que buscou analisar como, a partir da criacdo e implantacdo da Delegacia
Especializada em Atendimento a Mulher Vitima de Violéncia, em Cajazeiras, e
da vigéncia da Lei Maria da Penha, é compreendida a questdo da violéncia
contra a mulher e de como esta compreenséao se expressa em depoimentos de
vitimas, agressores e testemunhas e em elaboracdes e andlises de delegados,
contidos em inquéritos policiais, e em pareceres de advogados e juizes,
materializadosem processos judiciais. A analise enveredou investigando
também como entidades, governamentais e ndo governamentais, que
trabalham com a temética da violéncia em Cajazeiras, articulam uma
elaboracdo discursiva sobre a questdo. Por fim, analisou como mulheres
vitimas de violéncia e agressores compreendem a violéncia e quais mudancgas
sao perceptiveis nestas elabora¢des tendo como referencial a compreensao da
violéncia contra a mulher transversalizada pelas relagbes de género que,
culturalmente instituidas, naturalizame consideram a violéncia como inerenteas
relacdes entre homens e mulheres. A investigacao foi baseada na analise do
discurso proposta por Michel Foucault.
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Abstract

Studies and research that bring gender relations as a theme reveal the
existence of numerous barriers of cultural, social, economic, political and legal
nature to build a balance between male and female. This way, violence against
women as a gender violence has been gaining ground in discussions and
research that seek to show how the adoption of laws and policies and the
production of equipment and actions directed to support victims of violence
against women have been giving greater visibility to the issue. These questions
underlie the research that aimed to examine how, from the creation and
implementation of Specialized Police for Assistance to Women Victims of
Violence in Cajazeiras/PB, and the validity of the Maria da Penha Law, it is
understood the issue of violence against women and as this understanding is
expressed in statements from victims, perpetrators and witnesses and
elaborations and analyzes of delegates, contained in police investigations, and
opinions of lawyers and judges, materialized in legal proceedings. The analysis
also embarked investigating as entities, governmental and non-governmental
organizations that work with the theme of violence in Cajazeiras, articulate a
discursive elaboration on the issue. Finally, examined how women victims of
violence and perpetrators understand the violence and what changes are
noticeable in these elaborations taking as reference the understanding of
violence against women mainstreamed by gender relations that culturally
imposed, naturalize and consider violence as inherent relations between men
and women. The research was based on discourse analysis proposed by

Michel Foucault.
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
