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RESUMO

Os estudos sobre religido tém sido resgatados a uma condicdo de protagonista
para a compreensdo das sociedades humanas. Na histéria do Brasil fica evidente a
gualquer observador atento a presenca marcante do imaginario religioso nas
mentalidades coletivas, nas culturas e nas instituicbes alocadas na estrutura do Estado.
No século XIX, surgiram figuras religiosas no Brasil que se tornaram responsaveis por
contribuir com a formagéo educacional de meninas e meninos, além de trabalhar em prol
das melhorias de vida dos habitantes de regies mais precarias. Esta pesquisa desdobra
investigacbes sobre a educacdo feminina no Brasil Império nas casas fundadas pelo
padre Ibiapina, as Casas de Caridade, a partir das correspondéncias trocadas entre o
eclesiastico e as irmas de caridade e as crbnicas elaboradas nesse periodo pelas

mulheres que o acompanharam.
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ABSTRACT

Studies of religion have been rescued to a protagonist condition for the understanding
of human societies. In the history of Brazil is evident to any careful observer the strong
presence of religious imagery in collective mentalities, cultures and institutions allocated in
the state structure. In the nineteenth century, there were religious figures in Brazil that
became responsible for contributing to the educational development of girls and boys, and
work for the living improvement of the inhabitants of poorer regions. This research unfolds
research on female education in Brazil Empire in the houses founded by Padre Ibiapina,
the Charity home, from the correspondence exchanged between the Church and the
Sisters of Charity and the elaborate chronicles that period by women who accompanied

him.
