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RESUMO

A utilizacdo da Medicina popular no Brasil existe a partir do confronto entre pelo menos trés
grandes grupos com suas respectivas culturas: o europeu, o indigena sul-americano e o africano.
Esse embate diluiu-se um pouco com a introducdo das praticas alternativas, integrativas e
complementares a partir da década de 1970, porém continuam os momentos de submisséo e
embates periddicos. Nesse interim, a populacdo fica refém das decisbes politicas e no caso de
Campina Grande, devido a ndo adesdao pelo SUS dessas préticas, da iniciativa privada. Por outro
lado, as pessoas tomam algumas decisfes quando se trata de sua satde ou da saude de sua familia a
partir de um servico que esta presente no municipio a populagéo busca as plantas, sendo o Brasil um
pais de grande arcabouco de plantas medicinais. Desta forma, esta pesquisa identificou esses locais
de préticas medicinais e especializou esses estabelecimentos que oferecem servicos alternativos,
integrativos ou complementares em saude.
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ABSTRACT

Popular medicine has begun to be used in Brazil since the confrontation of at least three big groups
and their respective cultures: European, Indigenous of South America and African. This clash has
diminished a little with the development of alternative, integrative, and complementary practices
from the 70” s, however lasted the submission moments and recurrent clashes. In the meantime,
population has became hostage of political decisions and specifically at Campina Grande's case,
hostage of private initiative — all due to the not accession of the city to the SUS (Public Health
program). In the other hand, people has taken decisions regarding their health according to the
existing programs and their financial situation. Thus, this research has spotted the popular medicine
practicing places and spatialized these business establishments where alternative, integrative or
complementary services in medicine are offered.
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
