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RESUMO

Este artigo apresenta resultados de uma pesquisa que tinha como um dos seus
objetivo investigar em jornais veiculados durante periodo de 1970-1996, noticias
relacionadas a educacao de surdos, analisando-as a luz das concepc¢des de surdez e
suas implicacbes na educacdo das pessoas surdas. Tratou-se de uma pesquisa
documental a partir do Jornal Diario da Borborema, um jornal diario escrito e impresso na
cidade de Campina Grande/PB. Elegemos o periodo de 1970 a 1996 para investigagéao,
por ser considerado um marco na histéria da educacdo do deficiente no Brasil, e por
compreender a promulgacao de duas Leis de Diretrizes e Bases da Educacgao (LDB): a
Lei n°® 5692/71 e a Lei n® 9394/ 96. Nos jornais analisados identificamos que a concepgao
clinico-terapéutica esteve presente nas reportagens, dando destaque ao uso dos termos
“‘excepcional”’ e “surdo mudo”. Verificamos ainda que a politica nacional para a educacgao
especial, estabelecida a partir da LDB de 1971, teve reflexos tanto no estado da Paraiba,
quanto em Campina Grande, com a criacdo de 6rgaos normativos e de instituicdes
filantropicas, particulares e educacionais para o atendimento de alunos com deficiéncia.
Por fim, visualizamos em algumas noticias na década de 1990 possibilidades de
mudangas nas concepgdes de surdez e nos processos educacionais no municipio de

Campina Grande/PB.
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ABSTRACT

This article presents results of a research that had as one of its objective to investigate
in newspapers served during period 1970-1996, news related to the education of the deaf,
analyzing them in the light of deafness conceptions and their implications for education of
deaf people. This was a documentary research from the Journal of Borborema, a daily
newspaper written and printed in the city of Campina Grande / PB. We chose the period
1970-1996 for research, to be considered a reference in the history of disability education
in Brazil and between two Laws of Guidelines and Bases (of Education (LDB): law No.
5692/71 and law No. 9394 / 96. In the newspapers analyzed we identify that the clinical
and therapeutic design was present in the reports, demonstrated in the use of the terms
"exceptional" and "deaf mute". Also we found that the national policy for special education,
established on the basis of the LDB/1971 was reflected both in the state of Paraiba, as in
Campina Grande, with the creation of regulatory agencies and philanthropic, private and
educational institutions for the care of students with disabilities. Finally, we saw in some
news in the 1990s possibilities of changes in deafness conceptions and educational

processes in the city of Campina Grande / PB.
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
