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RESUMO

A crescente escassez de recursos naturais, a poluicdo acelerada do meio
ambiente e a ameaca iminente das mudancas climaticas globais atrairam o interesse
de estudiosos da area de sistemas de informacédo (Sl). Neste cenario, sistemas de
informacéo verdes podem ser uma alternativa para reduzir impactos ambientais. No
entanto, pesquisadores da area de Sl ainda enfrentam desafios para explicar a
relacdo entre individuo e meio ambiente, onde valores e crencas humanas podem
estimular comportamentos pré-ambientais. Logo, o objetivo desta pesquisa €
analisar a relacdo entre valores e crencas de gestores organizacionais no
comportamento pro-ambiental para adotar Green |IS. Este estudo pretende analisar o
fenbmeno a luz da Teoria Valor-Crenca-Norma utilizando uma abordagem
guantitativa e aplicando a técnica de Modelagem de Equac¢des Estruturais com apoio
do software RStudio. Uma contribuicdo tedrica é o oferecimento de uma melhor
compreensao da relacdo de individuos com o meio ambiente. Para a pratica, o
estudo busca ajudar organizacGes a aumentar seu potencial para adotar inovagdes
em sustentabilidade, bem como promover a consciéncia ecoldgica de seus

colaboradores.
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ABSTRACT

The increasing scarcity of natural resources, the accelerated pollution of the
environment, and the imminent threat of global climate change have attracted the
interest of scholars in the field of information systems (IS). In this scenario, green
information systems may be an alternative to reduce environmental impacts.
However, IS researchers still face challenges in explaining the relationship between
individuals and the environment, where human values and beliefs can stimulate pro-
environmental behaviors. Therefore, the aim of this research is to analyze the
relationship between values and beliefs of organizational managers in pro-
environmental behavior to adopt Green IS. This study intends to analyze the
phenomenon in the light of the Value-Belief-Norm Theory using a quantitative
approach and applying the Structural Equation Modeling technique with support from
the software RStudio. A theoretical contribution is the provision of a better
understanding of the relationship between individuals and their environment. For the
practical contribution, the study seeks to help organizations increase their potential to
adopt innovations in sustainability, as well as to promote the ecological awareness of

their employees.
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
