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RESUMO

Doencgas crénicas sdo uma das principais causas de morte precoce na
populagdo. Desenvolvem-se a partir de variados fatores e demandam atencao
especial e multidisciplinar em todos os niveis de atengcdo a saude. Cirurgides-
dentistas, profissionais fundamentais na promogao e recuperagao da saude, devem
prestar servigo integral ao paciente atendo-se ao dinamismo do quadro geral com o
oral. Nesse sentido o seguinte projeto objetivou identificar a prevaléncia de doencgas
sistémicas em pacientes atendidos na Clinica Escola de Odontologia Universidade
Federal de Campina Grande, Campus Patos-Paraiba, como também, associar as
doencas sistémicas com as alteragdes orais encontrados nesses pacientes. Trata-se
de um estudo retrospectivo, observacional, transversal, estatistico, descritivo e
analitico por documentagao direta em campo. Foram avaliados 3830 prontuarios, dos
quais 634 corresponderam ao propoésito do estudo e destes foram extraidos dados
como sexo, idade, cor de pele, profissdo, doenca sistémica, doengas orais e plano de
tratamento. A prevaléncia de Doencgas crénicas n&o transmissiveis na populagao
estudada foi de 16,5%, sendo mais recorrentes a doencas cardiovasculares,
canceres, diabetes mellitus e doencas respiratérias. Além da alta prevaléncia da
doenca carie e periodontal em todos os casos. O que evidencia a necessidade de
maior conhecimento das possiveis interferéncias das condi¢cdes orais para melhorar
ou agravar o prognostico de saude global, bem como a repercussao das alteragdes
patologicas gerais sobre tratamentos odontoldgicos basicos.
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ABSTRACT

Chronic diseases are one of the main causes of early death in the population. They
develop from a variety of factors and require special and multidisciplinary care at all
levels of health care. Dental surgeons, fundamental professionals in the promotion and
recovery of health, must provide comprehensive service to the patient, paying attention
to the dynamism of the general picture with the oral. In this sense, the following project
aimed to identify the prevalence of systemic diseases in patients treated at the Clinic
School of Dentistry Federal University of Campina Grande, Campus Patos-Paraiba,
as well as to associate systemic diseases with oral changes found in these patients.
This is a retrospective, observational, cross-sectional, statistical, descriptive and
analytical study using direct documents in the field. A total of 3830 medical records
were acquired, of which 634 corresponded to the purpose of the study and from these
were extracted data such as sex, age, skin color, profession, systemic disease, oral
diseases and treatment plan. The prevalence of CNCDs in the studied population was
16.5%, with cardiovascular diseases, cancers, diabetes mellitus and respiratory
diseases being more recurrent. In addition to the high prevalence of caries and
periodontal disease in all cases. This highlights the need for greater knowledge of the
possible interferences of oral conditions to improve or worsen the overall health
prognosis, as well as the impact of general pathological changes on basic dental
treatments.
