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AVALIACAO HISTOPATOLOGICA DA RELACAO ENTRE INFLAMACAO E O
GRAU DE DISPLASIA EPITELIAL EM QUEILITE ACTINICA

RESUMO

A queilite actinica (QA) é uma lesdo potencialmente maligna causada pela
exposicao cronica e excessiva aos raios ultravioletas, atingindo principalmente o
vermelhdo do labio inferior de homens, adultos, de pele clara. Objetivos: Avaliar e
relacionar a intensidade do infiltrado inflamatério e o grau de displasia epitelial em
lesbes de QA. Método: Foram selecionados 21 espécimes de lesBes com
diagndstico clinico e histopatolégico de QA, foi realizada a analise histopatoldgica e
classificacdo do grau de displasia e da intensidade do infiltrado inflamatério. Os
dados foram analisados por estatistica descritiva e aplicou-se o teste Qui-quadrado,
considerando p < 0,05. Resultados: Em 57,15% dos casos de QA havia presenca
de algum grau de displasia epitelial, sendo 28,57% leve, 19,04% moderada e 9,52%
severa. Em todas as laminas foi confirmado a presenca de infiltrado inflamatorio,
sendo 28,57% leve, 33,33% moderado e 38,09% intenso. Nao houve associacao
estatistica significativa ao associar a intensidade do infiltrado inflamatério no grau de
displasia epitelial (p=0,455). Conclusdes: Apesar de ndo haver associagao entre o
grau de inflamacédo e severidade da displasia, algumas evidéncias mostram que
moduladores da inflamagdo possam estar relacionados com o0 processo de
malignizacdo de lesfes, sendo necessario mais estudos voltados para esta direcao.
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HISTOPATHOLOGICAL STUDY OF THE ASSOCIATION BETWEEN THE
INFLAMMATION AND THE EPITHELIAL DYSPLASIA GRADE IN ACTINIC
CHEILITIS

ABSTRACT

Actinic cheilitis (AC) is a potentially malignant disorder caused by chronic and
excessive exposition to ultraviolet radiation that mainly affects the vermilion of the
lower lip of clear skin adult men. Objectives: evaluating and relating the intensity of
inflammatory infiltrate and the grade of epithelial dysplasia in AC lesions. Methods:
21 cases presenting clinical and histopathological diagnosis of AC were
microscopically analyzed considering the grade of epithelial dysplasia and the
intensity of inflammation. Descriptive analyses and Chi-Square Test with p value at
<0.05 were performed as statistical study. Results: 57,15% of AC cases showed
some grade of epithelial dysplasia, being 28,57% as mild, 19,04% as moderate and
9,52% as severe. There was not statistical significant association between the
intensity of the inflammatory infiltrate and the epithelial dysplasia grade (p=0,455).
Conclusions: despite the fact that there was not any association between the
inflammation grade and the epithelial dysplasia in AC cases, some evidences show
that inflammation modulators may contribute in the malignization process being
necessary more studies to confirm this point.
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
