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RESUMO

Esta pesquisa tem como principal substrato o principio da dignidade da pessoa
humana em consonancia com os direitos e garantias fundamentais
constitucionalmente previstos, especificando-se o contexto de seguranca publica na
seara da saude no céarcere. O principal objetivo € tratar dos aspectos concernentes
as relacdes juridico-sociais advindas da pandemia e os apenados na Coldnia Penal
Agricola da comarca de Sousa-PB. Quanto a metodologia empregada no trabalho, o
meétodo de investigacdo denomina-se hermenéutico-juridico exploratorio, ja a técnica
adotada na pesquisa é a interpretacdo. Além da utilizacdo de procedimentos
guantitativos para a coleta e andlise critica de dados. O artigo aborda os direitos e
garantias fundamentais inerentes ao preso, fazendo-se uma analise de como esses
direitos estdo sendo tratados nesse momento atipico o qual se vivencia. Os
preconceitos sociais e uma estrutura de justica penal que carece de reparos fazem
com gue as desigualdades existentes entre esse grupo social sejam ainda mais
evidentes, necessitando-se que esta seara seja estudada com um olhar critico
imparcial. A analise das medidas adotadas pelo Estado para mitigar os efeitos da
pandemia nesse circulo social sdo um ponto chave, pois todas elas devem convergir
para resguardar o melhor interesse dos apenados e demais pessoas que estdo
incluidas no funcionamento da justica penal. Portanto, as recomendacdes do CNJ e
as medidas adotadas nos estabelecimentos prisionais, associadas aos dados
estatisticos, sdo de grande valia para viabilizar o estudo e compreensao do tema.
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PUBLIC SAFETY AND COVID-19: a study on inmates victims of the pandemic in
the Agricultural Penal Colony of Sousa-PB

ABSTRACT

This research has as its main substrate the principle of human dignity in line with the
fundamental rights and guarantees constitutionally fulfilled, specifying the context of
public security in the area of health in prison. The main objective is to deal with the
aspects concerning the legal-social relations arising from the pandemic and the
inmates in the Agricultural Penal Colony in the district of Sousa-PB. As for the
methodology used in the work, the investigation method is called exploratory legal-
hermeneutic, while the technique adopted in the research is interpretation. In addition
to the use of quantitative procedures for the collection and critical analysis of data.
The article discusses the fundamental rights and guarantees inherent to the prisoner,
making an analysis of how these rights are being treated in this atypical moment in
which they experience. Social prejudices and a criminal justice structure that needs
to be repaired make the existing inequalities between this social group even more
evident, requiring this field to be studied with an impartial critical eye. The analysis of
the measures adopted by the State to mitigate the effects of the pandemic in this
social circle is a key point, as all of them must converge to protect the best interests
of inmates and others who are included in the functioning of criminal justice.
Therefore, the recommendations of the CNJ and the measures adopted in prison
requirements, associated with statistical data, are of great value to enable the study
and understanding of the subject.
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
