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RESUMO

As Microempresas e Empresas de Pequeno Porte - MPEs, regidas pela Lei
Complementar n° 123/2006, constituem o ndcleo fundamental da economia
brasileira, logo, séo responsaveis por grande parte das riquezas, empregos gerados
e arrecadacdo tributaria do pais. Neste sentido, considerando o0s aspectos
fundamentais das MPEs, inclusive de sobrevivéncia/mortalidade, o que inclui
pressupostos negativos/positivos, respectivamente, para o preparo pessoal, o
planejamento, a gestdo do negdcio e o ambiente da atividade econbmica. Quando
ao ultimo, faz-se mister a andlise da repercussao causada pela pandemia de Covid-
19 no ambiente mercantil brasileiro, cujo principal meio de combate fora o
isolamento social ou horizontal, que impactou drasticamente a economia. Ressalta-
se, igualmente, a necessidade de averiguar tais efeitos no cenario doméstico,
escolhendo-se, para tanto, a cidade de Sousa, no sertdo da Paraiba, um dos
municipios mais importantes do referido estado. Para mensuracéo, considera-se-a a
abertura e o fechamento de MPEs do municipio entre 2019 e 2021, obtendo em
seguida o saldo e o percentual de crescimento ou declinio durante o periodo
compreendido, Por fim, considerando o particular e o geral, destaca-se a analogia
entre ambos, no caso em tela, a cidade de Sousa com o Brasil, a fim de obter
possiveis problemas para o desenvolvimento da atividade econémica do municipio
estudado, bem como hipéteses fundamentais para os efeitos positivos ou negativos
da pandemia de Covid-19 no Brasil.
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OPENING AND CLOSING OF MICRO AND SMALL ENTERPRISES DURING THE
PANDEMIC OF COVID-19 IN THE MUNICIPALITY OF SOUSA, PARAIBA

ABSTRACT

Microenterprises and Small Businesses - SMEs, governed by Complementary
Law No. 123/2006, constitute the fundamental core of the Brazilian economy, so they
are responsible for much of the country's wealth, jobs generated, and tax collection.
In this sense, they are considering the fundamental aspects of SMEs, including
survival/mortality, which includes negative/positive assumptions, respectively, for
personal preparation, planning, business management, and the environment of
economic activity. When the latter is necessary to analyze the repercussion caused
by the Covid-19 pandemic in the Brazilian mercantile environment, whose primary
means of combat was social or horizontal isolation, drastically impacting the
economy. It also emphasized the need to investigate these effects in the domestic
scenario, choosing, for this purpose, the city of Sousa, in the hare of Paraiba, one of
the most important municipalities of the said state. For measurement, we will
consider the opening and closing of SMEs of the municipality between 2019 and
2021, then obtain the balance and percentage of growth or decline during the period
understood; finally, considering the particular and the general, stands out the analogy
between both, in the case on screen, the city of Sousa with Brazil, to obtain possible
problems for the development of the economic activity of the municipality studied, as
well as fundamental hypotheses for the positive or negative effects of the Covid-19
pandemic in Brazil.
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
